b. Detach the base from the stand.
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3. Place the LCD display inside the supplied protective bag.

4. Place the lower foam cushions inside the box.

5. Place the LCD display down in the box.

6. Place the upper foam cushions on the top of the LCD display.

7. Place the accessories on the designated area (if necessary).

8. Close and tape the box.
